free state a state of the USwhere slavery did not exist

slave state any of the southern USstates where slavery existed 

before the civil war

emancipation the processof being set free from legal, social or 

political restrictions: liberation

proclamation a public or official announcement

preliminary preceding or done in preparation for

contraband a USmilitary term to describe a new status for 

escaped slaves during the civil war

yankee an inhabitant of New England or one of the southern 

USstates

rebel a person who rises in opposition to power

confederate joined by treaty or agreement

address a formal speech delivered to an audience
