Buddhists can worship from
home or at a temple, which are
built in a variety of shapes.

Their head and body
face the image of Buddha. This
is called puja. Buddhists chant
to show their love for Buddha
and make offerings of flowers
and incense at shrines.

When the Buddha died, people
thought it would be a good idea
to write down what Buddha said
and thought. 500 Buddhist Monks
met to check the content of his
teachings.
